Birthstone of the Month - Garnet  
The birthstone of January is the garnet. The name 
comes from the Latin word granatus, which means 

“seed-like.” In the Middle Ages, garnets were carried by 
travelers to protect them against accidents far from 

home. In ancient Asia and the American Southwest, gar-
nets were used as bullets because the glowing red color 

was said to increase the ferocity of a wound.  
 

Flower of the Month - Carnation 
The carnation’s history dates back to ancient 

Greek and Roman times, when it was used in art 
and décor. Christians believe that the first carna-

tion bloomed when Mary wept for Jesus as he 
carried his cross. Carnations in these early times 

were mostly found in shades of pale pink and 
peach, but over the years, the color palette has 
grown to include red, yellow, white, purple, and 

green. Each color expresses a different sentiment. For example, light red con-
veys admiration, whereas dark red signifies deep love and affection.
